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AREA ADVISORY COMMITTEE ELECTION 
AND TERM OF OFFICE 
Policy B.2.B

Elections of area advisory committees are regulated by The Public Schools Act, Section 17(8): 

17(8)The members of each local school committee for a ward shall, within five days after 
their own election, elect one of their number as a member of the area advisory committee 
for the area in which the ward is located, and where an area has only one ward the 
members of the local school committee for the ward are the members of the area advisory 
committee for the area.  

Regulation 118/91 of The Public Schools Act states: 

(9) A member of an area advisory committee shall hold office for a term of four years
commencing 14 days after election day.
